Under Section 45(1) of the Planning Act, the applicant is requesting the Committee of Adjustment to authorize a 

minor variance to permit the construction of a two-storey detached dwelling proposing the following variance(s): 

 

No. Zoning By-law Regulation Variance Request 

1 Section 6.4.1 The maximum residential floor 
area ratio for a detached dwelling on a lot with 
a lot area 1301.00 m2 or greater shall be 29% 
(400.9 m2); (Lot area is 1382.44 m2).  

To permit the maximum residential floor area 
ratio for the detached dwelling to be 29.97% 
(414.25 m2).   

2 Section 6.4.6 c) The maximum height shall be 
9.0 metres.  

To permit a maximum height of 9.48 metres. 

3 Section 15.10.1 c) The maximum lot coverage 
for a dwelling having two storeys shall be 19 %   
(262.66 m2).   

To permit the maximum lot coverage for a dwelling 
having two storeys to be 22.8 % (315.22 m2). 
 

4 Section 15.10.1 e) The maximum total floor 
area for a private garage shall be 38.0 m2    

To permit the maximum total floor area for a private 
garage to be 61.32 m2
