My concerns are as follows:

1)the staff report recommends not approving the variance request. | agree with this for the reasons
outline in the report, including the area being zoned for low density housing. The proposed variance
would allow for a potential separate basement rental unit which would change the character ofthe
established neighbourhood, as noted in the staff report, as well as the current low density, single family
rezidences, that are original to the area.

21in the staff report, the fire department also identifies concerns regarding access for fire fighting
purposes. This raises safetyconcerns intheevent of a fire for 2202, and adjacent homes.

| am also concerned about the potential turn over of residents if a rental is considered given thereare a
number of young families. mine included, that live on the street. As new residents move in, getting to
know neighbours iz an important aspect of any healthy neighbourhood, and creating rental or future
speculative opportunities is aconcern, as the turnover can be at a greater frequency, again, changing
the dynamic of the neighbourhood.

We have got to know the applicants since they have moved in 1.5 years ago. and we believe theyare
wonderful people. Unfortunately, we cannot support the application for the reasons identified in the

staff report, and above.
